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1 Membership

Current membership is 132 NGN Members and 30 Associate NGN Members

55 memberships cancelled during 2010 membership renewals

NGN registrations during 2010 rapidly growing: +19 new members (non-associated)

The summary below shows the current membership levels, split by industry and academia. The
table also shows the membership registrations in 2009 and 2010.

In the beginning of 2010, 69 members were asked to pay for a regular Cigre membership. 14
members paid and 55 did not.

A plan to achieve a stronger recruitment is being elaborated at the moment. Last meeting (Apr
2010), Steering Committee has agreed to adopt a more aggressive recruiting and communication
strategy with the intention of increasing the engagement of young members in Cigre and therefore
enhance transfers of people from NGN to regular Cigre.

In this line, communication material, e.g. welcome emails, newsletter, event invitations, has been
improved

In addition, a New Invitation Letter to join NGN has been implemented. The idea is to invite
responsible young professionals already known by existing NGN members to join Cigre NGN.

2 Events

Novel Events strategy

In 2010, an improved approach has been proposed. Events shall be of two types:

0 Core Events (as know in 2008): 3 full-day events p.a. targeting a broad audience.

0 Short Events (new): flexible number of short events targeting a more restricted audience.
To try and streamline the organisation process, an events coordinator has been nominated.
Where possible, a local NGN member is in charge of the detailed organisation.
